All camps run from 9 am until 4 pm daily with drop-off from 8-9 am and pick-up from 4-5 pm.  
Participants should bring to all field trips: a lunch, snacks, plenty of water, a hat, sunscreen, running 
shoes, any required medication, as well as any special requirements as indicated at the time of 
registration. It is recommended that all campers wear old/play clothes that can get dirty and that all 
personal items are labelled and kept in a backpack. If your child is registered for a camp field trip and 
cannot attend on a particular day please contact the Township of North Dundas at 613-774-2105 and 
leave a message.  Sorry, there are no family rates.  Campers must be registered and paid for by the 
Monday before the camp is scheduled to start.  Spaces are available on a first-come, first-serve basis 
and payment must be received in order to hold/confirm a spot.  Post-dated cheques will not be 
accepted as a valid method of payment.  All camps are peanut-free.  For more information on the 
2010 North Dundas Summer Camp field trips, please call Meaghan Elder at the Township 
Office at 613-774-2105 ext.

Medical Information- When registering, please identify any significant health problems, allergies 
and/or medications for the registrant.   
Cancellation/Changes- We do our best to ensure all field trips run exactly as outlined, but 
sometimes a field trip date, time, location or fee may change. Camps & field trips are subject to 
cancellation due to insufficient registration, etc. If this situation occurs, a full refund will be issued.  
Refunds/Withdrawals- A refund will only be given up to 7 days before the start date of the camp. A 
$10.00 administration fee will apply to all customer-requested refunds. A partial/full refund will be 
issued with a medical note depending on the circumstances that are presented.
