 PARADE ENTRY REGULATIONS: 

 

  Candy is not to be thrown from your entry.  If you wish to distribute 
treats, please have someone walk beside your entry to hand them out. 

 Maximum height of entry: 13 feet 

 Maximum width of entry: 14 feet 
 Try to illuminate your towing vehicle as well as your float. 
 Identify your entry – your name/company name and/or sponsor’s name.  

This assists the announcers and identifies your entry to the crowd.  The 
number assigned to your entry at the Registration table should be displayed 
on the right front corner of your towing vehicle. 

 

PARADE ASSEMBLY POINT: 

 

 North Dundas Township yard at 636 St. Lawrence Street 
 Entries must be in the yard by 4:30 PM.  Yard opens at 1:00 PM – bring 

your entry to the yard early if possible. 

 Check-in at the registration table on arrival. 
 All vehicles, other than your entry, are to be parked offsite. 

 

PARADE ROUTE:  

 

 North Dundas Township office to the Commercial Park at the West end of 
Village. 

 Minimum of 1 and ½ hours to travel the route.

Please make every effort to 
use music on your entry.  Tapes work well – CDs tend to skip. 

 Volunteer firemen will act as parade marshals along the parade route to 
assist with crowd control.
